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Abstract




The Generalized System of Preferences Plus (GSP+) is a trade arrangement granted by the European Union to developing countries, including Pakistan, to promote their exports and economic growth. This research aims to explore the effects of GSP+ on Pakistan's textile industry, which is a crucial sector for the country's economy. The study will analyze the trade benefits, market expansion, competitiveness, sustainability, and overall socio-economic impacts of the GSP+ status on Pakistan's textile industry. This research will utilize a mixed-methods approach, combining both qualitative and quantitative analysis, to provide comprehensive and detailed insights into the subject matter
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1.1 Background 
The Generalized System of Preferences Plus (GSP+) is a preferential trade scheme granted by the European Union to developing countries that demonstrate their commitment to implementing key international conventions related to human rights, labor rights, environmental protection, and good governance. The GSP+ status offers eligible countries enhanced trade benefits, such as duty-free and quota-free access to the EU market for a wide range of products, including textiles. GSP+ aims to support sustainable development and economic growth in beneficiary countries by expanding their export opportunities and encouraging compliance with international standards. 
Since its implementation in January 2014, the GSP+ status has had a profound impact on Pakistan's textile industry. As one of the largest textile exporters in the world, the textile sector holds significant importance for Pakistan's economy, contributing approximately 8.5% to the country's GDP and employing around 40% of the industrial workforce. GSP+ has provided Pakistan's textile industry with a unique opportunity to increase its exports to the EU, which is one of the largest markets for textile products. 
1.2 Research Objectives 
This research project aims to comprehensively evaluate the impact of GSP+ on Pakistan's textile industry, considering various dimensions of the sector's performance. The primary research objectives include: 
(a) Assessing the change in textile exports to the EU market after obtaining GSP+ status and analyzing the extent of market diversification in different product categories. 
(b) Examining the competitiveness of Pakistan's textile industry in comparison to non-GSP+ countries in the region, taking into account factors such as product quality, pricing, and production efficiency. 
(c) Investigating the industry's progress in adopting sustainable practices and complying with the environmental standards set by the EU to retain GSP+ benefits. 
(d) Analyzing the social impact of GSP+ on labor conditions, employment generation, and workers' welfare within the textile sector. 
1.3 Scope and Significance
This research will focus on the period from January 2014 to the latest available data, allowing for a comprehensive analysis of the impact of GSP+ on Pakistan's textile industry over the years. The geographical scope of the study will encompass the EU market, where the majority of Pakistan's textile exports are destined. 
Understanding the impact of GSP+ on Pakistan's textile industry holds immense significance for various stakeholders. Policymakers can utilize the findings to shape effective trade policies, identify areas for improvement, and further leverage GSP+ benefits to enhance the country's overall export performance. Moreover, industry stakeholders, including textile manufacturers and exporters, will gain valuable insights into market trends, competitive strategies, and sustainability practices. 
1.4 Research Methodology
To achieve the research objectives, a mixed-methods approach will be adopted. Quantitative analysis will involve the collection and examination of trade data from credible sources, such as the International Trade Centre (ITC) and the State Bank of Pakistan. The data will be used to analyze changes in textile exports to the EU market, the sector's competitiveness, and market diversification. Furthermore, qualitative data will be obtained through interviews with key stakeholders, including textile industry representatives, government officials, and trade experts. These interviews will provide valuable insights into the challenges and opportunities created by GSP+ for Pakistan's textile sector, as well as its impact on labor conditions and sustainability practices.

1.5 Problem Statement 
The implementation of the Generalized System of Preferences Plus (GSP+) has opened new avenues for 
Pakistan's textile industry by granting duty-free access to the lucrative European Union (EU) market. While GSP+ offers significant trade benefits, it also brings forth various challenges and complexities that require careful examination. The problem statement for this research revolves around understanding and addressing the following issues: 
(a) Suboptimal Utilization of GSP+ Benefits 
One of the primary concerns is the suboptimal utilization of GSP+ benefits by Pakistan's textile industry. Despite being granted preferential access to the EU market, the industry's export performance has not reached its full potential. There is a need to investigate the reasons behind this underutilization, such as trade barriers, non-tariff measures, bureaucratic hurdles, and lack of awareness among industry stakeholders. Identifying these factors will help formulate strategies to enhance GSP+ utilization and maximize the industry's gains from the preferential trade arrangement. 
(b) Compliance with Sustainability Standards 
GSP+ status is contingent upon adherence to 27 international conventions related to human rights, labor rights, environmental protection, and good governance. Meeting these standards is crucial for retaining GSP+ benefits. Therefore, it is essential to assess the textile industry's progress in adopting sustainable practices and complying with the EU's environmental standards. Challenges in achieving sustainability goals, such as resource limitations, technological barriers, and resistance to change, must be identified to facilitate effective policy interventions and promote sustainable development in the industry. 
(c) Social Welfare and Labor Conditions 
While GSP+ aims to promote sustainable development, concerns persist about the impact of the trade arrangement on social welfare and labor conditions within the textile sector. Despite improvements, issues such as child labor, low wages, and inadequate labor rights protection still exist in some parts of the industry. Investigating the social impact of GSP+ on labor conditions, employment generation, and workers' welfare is essential to address these challenges and ensure inclusive growth within the sector. 
(d) Market Diversification and Competitiveness 
Achieving market diversification and enhancing competitiveness in the EU market are critical for the long-term sustainability of Pakistan's textile industry. While GSP+ has expanded market access, it has also intensified competition from other GSP+ beneficiaries and non-GSP+ countries. Analyzing the industry's market diversification efforts, product competitiveness, and pricing strategies will shed light on areas for improvement and areas of comparative advantage. 
(e) Policy Recommendations: 
To address the challenges identified above, this research aims to propose evidence-based policy recommendations. These recommendations will be formulated based on the research findings and insights from industry stakeholders, government officials, and trade experts. The objective is to provide practical and actionable strategies that can enhance the textile industry's performance, ensure sustainable growth, and maximize the benefits of GSP+ for Pakistan's economy. 
By delving into these problem areas and offering comprehensive solutions, this research seeks to contribute to a better understanding of the opportunities and challenges presented by GSP+ for Pakistan's textile industry. The outcomes will inform policymakers, industry stakeholders, and researchers on effective strategies to leverage GSP+ for the sector's growth while addressing environmental and social considerations.

Additionally, the lack of coordination between various governmental departments involved in documentation procedures has been identified as a significant issue. Ali and Rehman (2020) note that the absence of a centralized system for document submission and processing results in redundant paperwork and bureaucratic hurdles for exporters.

This uncertainty may lead to delays in shipments and compliance challenges, impacting the industry's export competitiveness.

Developing stable and resilient supply chains for critical raw materials is crucial to reduce procurement risks. The study by Khan et al. (2021) emphasizes the importance of diversifying sourcing options to minimize dependence on specific suppliers and regions. Additionally, transparent and consistent communication regarding GSP+ renewal and tariff preferences can help alleviate uncertainties and encourage long-term planning by exporters.

 Pakistan has several trading partners, some of the large ones being the European Union (EU), the United States of America (USA), China and the United Kingdom. 
 GSP+ Scheme

Pakistan enjoys preferential access to the European market since January 2014, under the GSP+ arrangement (mostly zero duties on two thirds of all product categories). More than 76% of Pakistan’s exports, including textiles and clothing, enter the EU duty and quota free. This represents almost 20% of 
Pakistan’s exports globally. 
 To maintain the GSP+ status, Pakistan has to comply with 27 core international conventions on human and labor rights, environmental protection and good governance. Pakistan has ratified all 27 conventions. Apart from Pakistan, the EU currently unilaterally grants GSP+ tariff concessions to Bolivia, Cabo Verde, Kyrgyzstan, Mongolia, the Philippines, Sri Lanka and Uzbekistan.  

New GSP Scheme 2024-2034 
The current GSP framework is coming to an end in December 2023. Legislative process on its successor for 2024-2033 is ongoing. Currently, trialogues between the three EU institutions- the EU Commission, EU Council and EU Parliament are underway.  

Biennial Review 
The EU carries out the review every two years to ensure the commitment of the beneficiary countries to effectively implement the UN conventions. So far, Pakistan has successfully completed three (3) biennial reviews of the GSP regime since its status upgrade to GSP+ in 2014. The results of the fourth review are yet to be released. 

Overview 
GSP+ has increased EU-Pakistan bilateral trade; valued at 12.2 Bn in 2021, up nearly 80% in just 8 years. Compound Annual Growth Rate (CAGR) for Pakistan’s exports to EU increased to 7% in the post GSP+ period (vs. 4% in the 5 years preceding GSP+), as a result of improved market access. Interestingly, Pakistan’s imports from EU also rose from a stagnant 0% in the 5 years preceding GSP+ to a CAGR of 7% post GSP+.
