DAY 1—WHAT IS THE SHAKESPEAREAN TRAGEDY

Objective: Making the students familiar with Tragedy and its characters. 

No. of students: 20

Class lay-out: 5 groups, each comprising of 4 students, seated in 5 circles. 

i) Movie Clips (15 minutes) 
The students will be shown a couple of clips i.e. one from tragedy, and one from comedy.

Response of the Students (5 minutes)

Students’ response to the clips: following questions would be posed to direct their responses: 

Q1. Which clip do you recognize to have been taken from a tragedy?  

ii) Pooling up students’ responses to frame a definition of Tragedy (5 minutes)

The answers of the groups would be jotted down on the white board. Each group would present one definition. 

iii) Presentation and discussion of salient features of Shakespearean Tragedy. (10 minutes)

(The teacher will explain each feature with real examples from the play Macbeth) 

Tragedy would be defined in its real meaning in Shakespearean language. 

Shakespearean Tragedy is characterized by: a) its royal characters b) immensity of blood images c) poetic language d) supernatural elements i.e. ghosts, witches, phantoms, elves etc. 
iv) Written Response from the students (Formative Assessment) (10 minutes)
The learners will be instructed to sum up their understanding of the concept of tragedy in general, and the important features of Shakespearean Tragedy with particular reference to Macbeth. After collecting the answer sheets from the students, instructor will distribute those sheets randomly to the students and will ask them to analyze the above stated response and make a critique on it. 

v) Questions and follow-up, and the distribution of handouts on the characteristics of Comedy and Tragedy (5 minutes)

Before the students leave, they would be given handouts on the characteristics of comedy and tragedy. They should come prepared and would be asked questions randomly. 

Handout #1

  Characteristics of a Shakespearean Tragedy:  


The following fourteen points are a summation of a typical Shakespearean tragedy.  

1.)     Tragedy is concerned primarily with one person – The tragic hero.

2.)     The story is essentially one of exceptional suffering and calamity leading to the death of the hero.  The suffering and calamity are, as a rule, unexpected and contrasted with previous happiness and glory.

3.)     The tragedy involves a person of high estate.  Therefore, his or her fate affects the welfare of a whole nation or empire.

4.)     The hero undergoes a sudden reversal of fortune.

5.)     This reversal excites and arouses the emotions of pity and fear within the audience.  The reversal may frighten and awe, making viewers or readers of the play feels that man is blind and helpless.  The audience will regard the tragic hero as an individual who is up against an overwhelming power that may treat him well for a short period of time, but will eventually strike him down in his pride.

6.)     The tragic fate of the hero is often triggered by a tragic flaw in the hero’s character.  The hero contributes in some way, shape, or form to the disaster in which he perishes.

7.)     Shakespeare often introduces abnormal conditions of the mind (such as insanity, somnambulism, or hallucinations).

8.)     Supernatural elements are often introduced as well.

9.)     Much of the plot seems to hinge on “chance” or “accident”

10.) Besides the outward conflict between individuals or groups of individuals, there is also an inner conflict(s) and torment(s) within the soul of the tragic hero.

DAY 2—DISCUSSION ON ACT I

Objectives: The Critical Analysis of the Characters
No. of students: 20

Class lay-out: 5 groups, each comprising of 4 students, seated in 5 circles. 

i) Activity on the differentiation of tragedy and comedy (15 minutes)

Their understanding level of difference between tragedy and comedy would be determined by the activity given to identify and differentiate between tragedy and comedy. (Without indicating which the characteristics of comedy are, and which ones are of tragedy).   
ii) The announcement of Macbeth’s thanedom, and the conspiracy of King Duncan’s assassination. (10 minutes)

Since, the students would be expected to have read Act I by themselves, they would be asked to initiate the discussion: each group would be asked to tell a little bit of the story of Act I. The instructor would, also, help them out in case of any confusion. 

iii) Familiarization of Students with Shakespearean Vocabulary and their Meanings in Contemporary English (5 minutes)

The teacher would tell the students the meanings of difficult words. He would facilitate the students by giving handouts.

iv) Students’ take on Act I (10 minutes)  
The students would be asked, what they think about the incidents in the Act. Should or should not a particular incident have taken place etc. It will be out and out based on students’ opinion, but the instructor could also partake in. 
v) Critical Evaluation of the Characters (7 minutes)

The students would be asked to write a critical note on a character they like or dislike. Critical evaluation of the character would completely based on students’ personal choice and their cognitive abilities. It would evince their level of understanding of the material studied in the class. This note would also show the instructor as to where they stand in terms of their critical approach. 

vi) Questions, and assign reading for the next session (3 minutes)

The instructor would answer the questions of the students. In the end, they would be asked to complete the reading of Act II by the next class.

DAY 3— DISCUSSION ON ACT II

Objectives: To Make the students write their own Tragedy

i) Returning the previous class work and its remarks (5 minutes)

The students will be returned their previous classes’ written work. They would be given proper feedback, written on their worksheets, and orally (if they ask for).

ii) Giving handouts on Important Vocabulary of Act II (5 minutes)
They would be given a kind of handout containing new vocabulary of the play with their meanings.

iii) The assassination of King Duncan (15 minutes)
At random, the students would be asked to narrate the story of Act II by their own. The selected students would take about 40 second to 1 minute. The instructor would point out the important incidents.   

iv) Critical Remarks on the Act (10 minutes)

The students would be asked to make critical remarks, orally, on the characters, mood and setting of the story.  

v) The Student writing their own Tragedy (10 minutes) 

The students would be assigned to come up with their own tragic experience on the basis of their current knowledge of Tragedy. They would be allocated about 8 minutes to complete the task. 

vi) Queries and the plan for the next session (5 minutes)

The students’ questions would be answered. They would, also, be directed to get done with the reading of Act III till the next meeting. (activity#2)

Day 4—Discussion on Act III
Objectives: To make the students convert a scene into contemporary English.

i) Giving the feedback on the Tragic Story of the Students (5 minutes)

The learners’ tragic story would be returned, and they would be given feedback on their work. Their mistakes would be pointed out, and good qualities of their work would be highlighted, either. 

ii) Giving handouts on Important Vocabulary of Act III (10 minutes)  

Before starting with the lesson, the instructor would give the students the list of vocabulary from internet out of the studied act.  That handout will help students in learning new vocabulary.

iii) Banquo’s Murder (15 minutes)

The incidents of the act would be discussed at length. The students will be asked question about those incident for the addition in their knowledge of the play. For example: 

1) What was the reason behind Banquo’s murder?

2) Who killed Banquo?  

iv) Activity of Writing a Scene in Contemporary English (15 minutes)

The students would be assigned to pick out an act of their interest, and write it in the contemporary English. This would bespeak their extent of knowledge on Shakespearean vocabulary. (activity#3)

vi) Questions and follow-up (5 minutes)

The students will be asked questions, if they would have no questions to ask from the instructor. At the end, they will be asked come prepared for Act IV.

The students would ask questions from the instructor, if they have any. The teacher might as well ask the questions from the students. Then, the students would be told to finish reading Act V.
